Instructions for creating vector Profiles with Excel 

Example of three pairs of data 

A Preparation of data for input and chart 
 

1 Fields for data entry 

Column E represents the number on the x-axis 

Column F for the numbers on the y-axis 

 

 

2 fields for making chart 

Column L is taken from column E 

Column M is taken from column F 

Columns N and O are the start and end values xstart and xend of the vector on the x-axis 

Column P and Q are the start and end values ystart and yend of the vector on the y-axis 

Column R is taken from column D and facilitates the acquisition of the coordinates in the 

chart. 

 

 

 

Hint: The data for chart input (L3:R7) can be set to the color "white". 

So you have more options to place your chart beneath the fields for data entry. 
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B Create vector 

The procedure is shown with a first vector. 

The other vectors are made in the same way. 
Insert point (XY) with straight lines Result: Empty Chart 

     

 

In design mode,

Click for series name to R5 (R5 contents of the cell is used as the series name; Risiko = Risk) 
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In the next step, start and end values of the x-axis are inserted. 

Insert N5:O5 into the “Series X values” 

 

Then, the start and end values the y-axis are similarly inserted. 

Previously delete "= {1}" in the "Series Y values:”. 

 

Insert P5:Q5 into the "Series Y values:”. 
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At first the “vector” is a line. Pointer will be added later. 

OK inserts the “vector” as a line in the chart. 

 

 

 

Other data pairs are added in the same way..
